Naples Quilt Guild -  2011 Quilt Show Definitions
Category Definitions

Large Bed Quilt:  Intended for use on a bed.  Size: Sum of all sides equals 276 inches or more.

Small Bed Quilt: Intended for use on a bed.  Size: Sum of all sizes equals 275 inches or less.

Large Wall Hanging: Intended for display on wall.  Size: Sum of all sides equals 176 inches or more.

Small Wall Hanging: Intended for display on wall. Size: Sum of all sides equals 175 inches or less.

Art:  Quilts must be of original (non-traditional) design.  No commercial patterns or patterns designed by anyone other than the maker are acceptable.  All techniques are included in this category.  The category is divided into small, medium and large.   

· Small:  Sum of all sides equals 100 inches or less.

· Medium:  Sum of all sides equals 101-150 inches.

· Large:  Sum of all sides equals 151 inches or more.

Miniature Quilt:  Whether wholecloth, pieced, appliquéd or embroidered, the miniature is a small-scale replica of a full sized quilt.  All parts of the quilt should be in scale with the overall size.  If blocks are used they should not exceed 5 inches on any side.  It may be no larger than 24 inches square or have a perimeter no greater than 96 inches.  All techniques are included in this category.

Duet Quilt:  Quilts quilted by someone other than the maker of the top.  (A quilt entered in this category counts against the maximum entry limit of only the person who entered the quilt). This category is divided by quilting technique and size.  See technique definitions below.

· Small:  Sum of all size equals 300 or less.

· Large:  Sum of all sides equals 301 or more.

Group Quilts:  More than two people involved in its completion.  Includes all techniques and sizes.

Wearable & Decorative Items:  All items must consist of three layers and be constructed from fabric.  They must be the work of one person. Items in this category are not eligible for the Best in Show ribbon.  There is no size restriction. All items may use any combination of piecing, appliqué, embroidery, quilting or other techniques. Quilting must be included. Quilting by pantograph is not eligible. Wearable art should be an article of clothing.

Other Techniques: One special technique is used to develop the design of the top such as, wholecloth, trapunto, stenciled, embroidery, photo transfer and crazy quilts.

Technique Definitions

Pieced: Piecing predominates over other techniques in amount or effect.

Applique:  Applique predominates over other techniques in amount or effect.

Mixed:  A fairly even amount of both piecework and appliqué is used to develop the design of the top.

Hand Quilted: Quilts quilted by hand.

Machine Quilted and Hand Guided: Any machine quilted quilt that is not computer-guided.
Computer-Guided: Any quilt that has been quilted with an all-over automatic computer pattern or by an automatic machine where the quilter is not directly controlling the quilting.
