The Hunt for Horatio Quackers
The Mystery of the Webbed Footprint

Class date:  October 15
Time:  9:30 to 4:30  
The finished quilt size is 85” by 85”.
Block size – 18”

We will finish 4 or 5 blocks in class BUT there is pre-cutting to do so don’t put off your preparation until the last minute!!!  If you want some help in getting ready for class, come to the September Gathering Stitches.
Supply List:
Fabric:

The idea is to have a scrappy look.  One plan is to have a combination of lights and mediums/ darks all in one color family.  For color punch, have some medium and darks from a complementary or analogous color.  Example:  If using purple as the predominant color, use some yellow or orange as the color punch.  You may want to use two similar colors with a punch color.  Example:  Tans and olives could be the main colors with punches of teal.  Another plan is to create a true scrappy quilt paying attention only to the color values – light and medium/dark.   

Small plaids, polka dots, and small prints with a predominant color would work in this quilt.  Tone-on-tones and fabrics that read as solids would work well.  Fabrics with a lot of contrast and with large prints should be saved for another quilt or for the back of this quilt.  Fat quarters are a great fit for this project.  

For the blocks, the fabrics requirements are:

Light Scraps – 4 yards

Medium/Dark Scraps – 2 ½ yards

The more fabrics used the better.  

There are two borders.  I would suggest that you wait until your blocks are finished to audition and decide on the border fabric.  If you absolute can’t wait, there is a light border that requires 1 ¾ yards of one fabric.  The medium/dark border, including the same fabric used as a binding, requires 2 ¼ yards.  

Other supplies:
Rotary cutter with sharp blade

Rotary cutting mat

24” ruler for cutting strips (If strips are precut – a small size ruler is ok)
Neutral 50 weight piecing thread; optional 60 weight bobbin thread
General sewing supplies and a sewing machine in good working order (with power cord!)
Things to do BEFORE class day:
Prologue

In the Briefing Room

We begin by cutting a lot of strips and squares.  

Strips:  Each strip will be 1 ½” wide by 20 inches long.  

If you are using fat quarters, just cut the 1 ½” strips from the longest side of each fat quarter.  (A fat quarter should measure 18” by 20-22”.  Cut parallel to the 20-22” side.)
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Use your medium and light fabrics to cut the strips.  If you are using a complementary or

“wow” color, use some of these strips for the medium fabric strips. 
Squares:  You will cut two sizes of squares.  The “A” square will measure 3 ½” and will be used as a “whole” square.  The second size square will be cut 3 7/8” square and will be cut in half on the diagonal to use the resulting triangles label “B”.  
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For each block you will need 12 A squares.  All 12 squares should be cut from medium and light fabrics.  You need 156 squares for the entire quilt.

For the B triangles you will need 24 triangles for each block.  Twelve of the triangles will be light/medium and 12 will be medium/dark.  You just want to make sure that there is contrast when you join two triangles together.  The color of the darker triangles should be darker than any of the A squares.  For the entire quilt you will need 216 of the med/light triangle and 208 of the med/dark triangle.

Optional:

If you really want to get a step ahead you can do a little pre-sewing with the strips that you cut.
Sew 22 bands that have a light center with two medium outer strips.  Press seams to the dark.  They will look like this:

Sew 8 bands that have a medium center and two light outer strips.  Press seams to the dark.  They will look like this:
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
